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“Combined MORE4NRG meeting and AER
conference on Energy Efficiency”

From September 21% to the 24™ 2009, a meeting among all MORE4NRG partners
took place in the city of Sundsvall in Vasternorrland region (Sweden) , according to
the European Programme Interreg IV C. This event promotes personal and work
relationships among people, regions and organisations. The agenda was composed
of several work groups meetings about climate change and energy, tourism, rural
development, regional airports, cohesion policy, a “Steering Committee”, the
“Monitoring Board”, a conference about energy efficiency (Plenary Session) and
organized by the AER, in which different expositions took place with various themes
and experiences from different regions, two workshops about interregional
cooperation and energy efficiency applications in public buildings and other places.
Finally, the work agenda included a preparation meeting for the next peer review
which was to be held in the region of Gabrovo in Bulgaria.

The partner regions have different areas of interest in the theme of energy
efficiency, in keeping with the strategic, orographic characteristics and of resources
available to each region. Different aspects are concerned: biomass, electric
vehicles, energy models based on RES and hydrogen, hydroelectric power stations,
incineration, solar energy, wind power, strategic plans, specialised research, etc.

Several field visits were organised for the last day, the first one to a District Heating
system of urban wastes inciniration, the second one to Sundsvall hospital which
uses the meltwater of snow to cool the building during the summer and finally, to a
Swedish forest in order to check out the cut down system used in the country.
